On this Day in History - 12th November

1799 - A large red pilar of fire is seen in the sky above Hereford, England
1873 - Colonel Warburton’s exploration party is reduced to subsisting only on camel meat

1894 - Australian inventor Lawrence Hargrave demonstrates that it is possible for a man to fly

Lawrence Hargrave was born in England in 1850, but emigrated to Australia in 1865. He took on an engineering
apprenticeship in Sydney, and was always interested in a variety of experiments, particularly those to do with flying
machines. Hargrave invented the box kite in 1893, and used it to further his aecrodynamic studies.

On 12 November 1894, Hargrave linked four of his kites together, added a sling seat, and flew about five metres in the
air on a beach near Wollongong, New South Wales. In doing so, he demonstrated that it was possible for man to build,
and be transported in, a safe and stable flying machine. His radical design for a wing that could support far more than
its own weight opened up opportunities for other inventors to develop the design for commercial purposes. Hargrave
never patented his designs, so did not receive the recognition he deserved.

1912 - The bodies of Captain Robert Falcon Scott and his exploration companions are found in Antartica

1943 - The last of the World War 11 J apanese bombing raids against Australia occurs

1980 - Saturn’s rings are photographed in high resolution for the first time
